
syndrome" as a reason to re-

ject the permit application. 

Research has revealed that 

this so-called syndrome is not 

supported by data in peer re-

viewed scientific journals.  

On the positive side, many 

East Hampton community 

members showed up in sup-

port of wind energy, and reLI 

Executive Director Gordian 

Raacke sent a letter and spoke 

at the public hearing in sup-

port of the application. The 

Town Board should be ap-

plauded for taking a stance 

and voting to approve the first 

Special Use Permit for a wind 

turbine within the Town of 

East Hampton. 

The East Hampton Town 

Board has approved a permit 

to erect a 10 kW Bergey Ex-

cel Wind Turbine on a 120 

foot tower. The wind turbine 

will be located on Steven Ma-

honey’s 18-acre nursery and 

will supply electricity to help 

pump water to his nursery 

stock. The system is eligible 

for a LIPA rebate and  will be 

installed by Windsine Inc., a 

local contractor of small wind 

turbine systems. Although a 

10 kW wind turbine is rela-

tively small compared to the 

Town's electricity needs, it is 

a good sign for the future of 

renewable energy, especially 

wind turbines. The Town 

Board held three public meet-

ings regarding the proposal 

prior to any vote on the mat-

ter. There was some opposi-

tion to the turbine—sight and 

sound were the greatest con-

cerns.  Some opponents went 

as far as citing "wind turbine 

With the heat of summer 

upon us, being efficient 

while trying to cool our 

homes is especially impor-

tant.
